We can never say ‘it is enough’.
Catherine says of Prayer:

‘Prayer is a plant, the seed of which is sown in the heart of every Christian,
but its growth depends on the care we take to nourish it. If neglected, it

will die. If nourished by constant practice, it will blossom and produce fruit
in abundance.’
